Preschool News:

Saint Juliana School is hosting a 3
and 4 year-old Preschool Open
House on Friday, March 14, from
8:30 — 10:30 AM. and on
Wednesday, April 16 from 8:30 —
10:30 A.M. This is an opportunity
for parents to observe the preschool
classes while in session. More infor-
mation about the program will be
available on those days.

Saint Juliana School will continue to
offer a full-day and half-day Kinder-
garten program for the 2008/2009
school year. Enrollment numbers will
determine whether the half-day stu-
dents are in a self-contained class-
room or included in a full-day class-
room.

Our four-year-old Preschool Program
offers classes five days a week from
8:15 — 10:45 A.M. Taking into
consideration the demand for morn-
ing classes, we will offer two morning
sessions. We will offer an afternoon
program if there is sufficient enroll-
ment.

Classes for three-year-olds are held
on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday
from 8:15 to 10:45 A.M. We will
also offer a two-day morning pro-
gram on Tuesday and Thursday if
there is sufficient enrollment.

For an additional fee, students in the
three-year-old or four-year-old pro-
grams can stay after the morning
sessions in the Preschool Day Care
program until the afternoon dismissal
at 2:50 P.M.

We are still accepting registration
applications in all grades for the
2008/2009 school year.

Petitions for the St. Joseph Altar are
an essential part of every St. Joseph
Table. You are encouraged to write
your intentions in a petition book
located at the table and offer your
personal prayers to St. Joseph.

Small keepsake bags are given to all
that visit the table. Each bag contains
a blessed bun and a blessed fava
bean. The bread represents the “Staff
of Life”. It is a belief that if you store
the bun in your refrigerator, you will
never go hungry. The fava bean origi-
nally grown for animal feed, thrived
under the worst conditions. It was
the sustaining food for starving farm-
ers and their families. They were con-
sidered “lucky” to have fava beans to
eat. Legend has it that the person
that carries fava beans in their pocket
will never be without coins.

The scroll, blessed bun and fava bean
are tokens of the St. Joseph Altar
and a reminder to pray to St. Jo-
seph,for your needs and the needs of
others.

The St. Joseph Table

According to legend, the St. Joseph Table originated in Sicily several centuries
ago, during a period of severe drought and famine. The people were starving and
all they could grow were fava beans. In desperation, they prayed to St. Joseph,
the protector of the Holy Family. He answered their prayers by sending good
rains and an abundant harvest to end the famine. To thank and honor St. Jo-
seph, the people built altars consisting of grains, fruits, vegetables, seafood and
wine. The food was served to the poorest of the poor and was shared in prayer
and festivity. As the Italian people migrated to the New World, they brought
with them this unique and beautiful tradition that is carried on in homes and
churches throughout the United States today.

Our annual St. Joseph Table will be held on Sunday, March 9th from 1:00 pm
until 4:00 pm. There is no charge for this delicious dinner, but cash donations
are encouraged. Please be generous as you are able. All donations aid the poor
and needy of the parish.
