Being A Christian Is Easy...
God Has Taken Care of Everything!

St. Basil the Great once said: “The Indwelling of God is this - to hold God ever
in memory, God’s shrine established within us.”

Now some people might be put off by the realization that God “has done eve-
rything.” We are a culture of “do-ers” and we dislike having things done for us.
Many people are more comfortable with being a “co-creator” with God, a kind
of partner in the world-enterprise. Being beholden to anyone is just not our
thing, whether that other is our parents, our own kids, or even God.

So we picture God as, in some sense, “needing” us for the accomplishment of
whatever it is God has in mind. We think of ourselves as pre-eminently free to
cooperate or not with God. The plan goes forward only if we agree to partici-
pate in it. Or, if we refuse to cooperate, we are punished in some way. In a
strange way, even being punished by God is a kind of “red badge of courage.”
“See, we are not even afraid to oppose God, if it is to our advantage in some
way.”

That may sound a bit ridiculous, but if one fully understood what God is trying
to accomplish in and through Jesus Christ, why would anyone not want to co-
operate? Oh, even this has its “glory.” In other words: “I shall exercise my free-
dom; not even God can control me if | don’t want it!” Of course, this is not to
say that we are the source of our own freedom! Whatever...

When “God’s shrine is established within us “or, as I quoted St. Hilary of Poit-
iers a couple of weeks ago: “We believe that the Word became flesh and that
we receive His flesh in the Lord’s Supper. How then can we fail to believe that
He really dwells within us?”

If that is true, that is, indeed, Good News! If we would like to debate the point
and doubt it and pout that God did all that without us, then life is an endless
search for meaning and purpose. After the Incarnation of Jesus, there is no
question about who we are or where our happiness is.

Did you receive your First Holy Communion? It is God’s first and definitive
statement about Who He/She is and who we are - and WHY we are. God says:
I am in you and you are in me!

Parish Pastoral Council

In an effort to improve communications and to make parishioners more familiar
with the Parish Pastoral Council (PPC), we would like to continue our explana-
tion from last week’s bulletin. Please take a few moments to read more about St
Juliana’s PPC.

What does the PPC do?

The PPC works to create a “culture of involvement” and communication, build-
ing relationships and drawing on the diversity of our parish to enhance parish life
for all. This is accomplished through greater collaboration and planning with
ministries, creating opportunities for people to identify with and participate in
the parish, and to provide easier access to our parish for all people.

Who are the members of the PPC?

It was determined that fifteen members shall serve on the PPC to maximize its
effectiveness under a consensus model and allow the council to be a “council
enveloping all people” of the parish.

Each year we seek to have eight or nine returning members and four or five new
members in attempt to maintain a total of 14 parishioners and the pastor as the
council. We seek energetic, supportive, active parishioners who are excited to be
involved, who can make the time commitment, who can work in a team environ-
ment (which makes decisions through discernment), who have an understanding
of the parish, and who represent the diversity of our parish community.

How do | become involved in the PPC?

Members are recruited beginning in May to begin on the council in the upcom-
ing year (August). First, you will be invited to an informational meeting to learn
more about the PPC. This is followed by a discernment session to determine the
new members. Once on the council, you will be asked to serve for three years.
The time commitment is 6-8 hours per month during the months of August
through June.

We hope you will consider being a member of St. Juliana’s council. If you are
interested, send an e-mail to us at council@stjuliana.org, contact a PPC member
directly, or call Father Steve.
